Portugese, Swi ss, Suedish, Dutch or English offer a very personal vision of what
Europe represents for them

Sone of them choose the objectivity of the docunment to describe a cultural reality
sometines forgotten. Through the representati on of social groups in their everyday
life or the description of cultural habits which tend to erase thenselves to the
benefit of standardization, inmage allows to reactualize a reality that we do not
see anynore. O her photographers prefered to let thenselves go by the poetry of a
urban |andscape and of nature and thus evoke, what represents for them the
exoti smof a European | ook on a country which is not their country.

These points of view where |oneliness and enptiness have the upper hand are often
tinted with nostalgia. A few photographers tell a story which they appropriate to
describe a universe that takes into account an environnment with a high cultura

feeling both at the social level and at the geographical |evel.

Then, others question our collective nmenory collecting signs into the European
space from a bygone past or |ooking for tracks of recurrent elenents which scatter
here and there, in France, in Geece, in Finland, in Italia, in Portugal, in
Switzerland, in England, in Danemark, in Slovenia, in Sweden...Each one of them
